R. L. Polk & Co., publishers of the Portsmouth, Ohio, city 
directory, herewith present to its pa,trons and the public the sixth 
consecutive issue of that publication for 1918-1919.

The year of 1917 was filled with events of such city, state 
and national importance that it will long be remembered for the 
succession of events that crowded fast upon one another.

On April 6th, 1917, at 3 o’clock in the morning, the 
tional 1 louse of Representatives passed the measure that had 
originated in the Senate on April 4th recognizing that the condi­
tion of war, declared to exist between this country and Ger­
many by President W oodrow W ilson in his remarkable message 
of April 2nd. did exist and by this act the United States of 
America entered the great W orld’s War as a belligerent.

In rapid succession followed the selective draft of June 5th; 
the first Liberty Loan of June 1 -15th ; the arrival of General 
John J. Pershing, in command of the first expeditionary force, 
at London on his way for service “somewhere in France’’; the 
subscription drives for the Red Cross and Y. M. C. A. army 
work ; the departure of the federalized guardsmen of the Rain­
bow Division and the calling to the colors of the first contingent 
of the National Army for training at the cantonment at 
Chillicothe.

In all of these stirring events Portsmouth has borne an im­
portant part. She has given of her wealth to the subscriptions; 
of her young men for service and, in a marked degree, the prod­
ucts of her industrial institutions to equip the army.

POPULATION.

The demand made by her industries to enable them to carry 
out,their contracts for munitions and war supplies has attracted 
to Portsmouth within the past year a very large addition to the 
normal population. The number of names that appear in the 
alphabetical portion of the book this year are 18,036, an increase 
of 3,912 over 1916. Multiplying this by the lowest multiple 
used in any directory computation. 2%, to allow for wives, chil-
