As long as men live, the dream of freedom shall never die; the spirit of liberty 
cries out to every race in every age. Man’s body may be enslaved, but his spirit 
shall never be conquered.

The burning of draft cards and the anti-U.S. demonstrations in our own coun­
try are dangerously weakening our American image, as is the apparent decline 
in moral and spiritual values. We teen-agers must lead the way back by showing 
our patriotism, by backing our men at the front with letters and encouragement, 
and most of all by our own enthusiastic and sincere belief in them. How long 
will it take for our enemies to overcome our way of life if we continue to let 
the sordid actions of a few speak for us? We may not really believe in what 
they say and do, but if we are silent we seem to.

We must speak out against poor citizenship in every form. We must live cleanly 
and honorably. If we teen-agers really try, we cannot fail to develop a brave, 
new generation, willing and able to keep America strong and free.
