During the first year cf his pontificate war broke out in Europe and has since extended itself like 
a cancerous growth to almos . every nation of the world. He has met the difficulties that confront the 
spiritual Father cf warring nations with paternal love and has pleaded and prayed for a return of 
Christian charity. His first pe ce message in 1939 gave the five fundamental points for a just and hon­
orable pe.ee; namely, the assuiance of the right to life and independence for all nations large and 
sr.u.l; the liberation by rr.utual agreement from the burden of maintaining large armies; the establishment 
of courts to guarantee the carzying out of just peace terms; the satisfaction of the just demands of mi­
norities; the honest and sincere interpretation of international relations in the light of Divine Law 
wit? strict adherence to justice and charity. In 1940 and 1941, he referred repeatedly to these funda­
mental proposals.

During the last two years of the war he has insisted over and over again on the necessity for the 
7/orld'o return to the practice of Christian virtue as the only way out of the uncertainty and strife 
that is ti ring rren into beasts and the beauties of God's universe into horrible ruins. He has been 
quick to efend the rights of the oppressed and to condemn the injustice and the wrongs of the oppres­
sor. In he midst of darkness, the light of Christ has never ceased to shine in the person of His 
vicar, Pope Pius XII, truly an apostle of peace.

When the industrial age was changing the 
manner of man’s way of living, the Church gave us that great man, Pope Leo XIII, whose pronouncements 
on the important question of the relations between capital and labor are still considered to be the only 
basis of harmonious relations between the worker and his employer. When men's hearts seemed to be grow­
ing cold and faith weak, Pope Pius X ascended the throne of St. Peter and led his sheep closer to the 
Sacred Heart, the Prisoner of Love in the Blessed Sacrament. Then came Pope Benedict XV and Pope Pius 
XI both men of faith and holiness who guided the Church during perilous times; and now, with the world 

and most suicidal war in all history, when the very foundation of civilization 
steadying influence in matters political, moral, and 

God in His Divine Providence elevates a man to the chair of St. Peter who is not only a holy 
capable statesman.

In the Eternal City itself on the second day of March, Eugenio Pacelli was born. Reared in a sim-. 
pie Catholic fashion like any other youth, he early in life expressed his desire to become a priest. He 
pursued the necessary studies and at the early age of twenty-three was ordained a priest. His extraor­
dinary ability and learning was the admiration of Pope Pius X, Benedict XV, and Pius XI, and he was en­
trusted with difficult tasks that required diplomacy and tact. So well did he accomplish every task, 
that Pope Pius XI created him cardinal, and in February 1930 he was made Papal Secretary of State. In 
1936 he visited the United States in this capacity, where his gracious manner and his profound wisdom 
won for him a place in the hearts of American Catholics and the admiration of men in high places Cath­
olic or non-Catholic. Upon the death of Pope Pius XI he was elected Pope on the third ballot, March 2, 
1929, took the name of Pius XII, and was solemnly crowned March 12, 1939•
