On May 22, the Prom was again held 
on the "Chaperone, " and the theme was "Some Enchanted Evening. " Lana Gilley was chosen as our 
Homecoming Attendant. She was also chosen to represent us in the River Days’ Festival. Tim 
Thacker and Debbie Thomas were selected as our Annual King and Queen representatives.

It was with mixed feelings of joy, regret, triumph, and apprehension that we received our di­
plomas at Commencement on May 31, 1966. We had now left Glenwood High School, the scene of 
many of our greatest moments and many of our greatest frustrations. The day of which we had all 
waited is now becoming a cherished memory.

With one year safely behind us, we 56 sophomores returned to school on September 5. Our of­
ficers for the year were Donna Royster, President; Donna Stewart, Vice President; Nanita Fannin, 
Secretary; Lana Lodwick, Treasurer; and Cindy Newberry, Reporter. Advised by Mr. Washington 
and Miss Honaker, we were kept busy and the year passed quickly. Our Annual King and Queen 
Representatives were Mike Cottle and Jody Riggs.
