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Mock Trial
More than 3,000 students representing over 300 high school teams 
competed at 26 district sites across the state. The top 40 teams 
advanced to the state finals in Columbus. WHS' team #1 earned one 
of those spots at the state finals as they went undefeated in district 
competition and qualified from the regional competition. Students 
played the roles of attorneys, witnesses and other trial members and 
argued both sides of a hypothetical case. Team members spent weeks 
preparing their cases, working with Coach Gary Johnson and their 
local attorney. They competed in trials which lasted up to two hours 
and were scored individually for creativity and persuasiveness. Dillon 
MacDonald was named Outstanding Attorney in both of his trials at 
the district and regional.
